Birdwell Primary School

I'am nearly half way through my first year at Birdwell and the old ad"age has proved to
be correct - times does tly when you are having fun!

It has been an incredibly busy time but nonetheless thoroughly enjoyable.

One of the greatcst rewards so far has been working with the pupils, directly, in the
formation of school and class councils. The pupils have proven to be insightful, articulate,
and quite persuasive on more than one occasion. Through the council the pupils are
now playing a significant role in shaping the school’s future. Their work was praised in
the recent inspection by Ofsted - who were not onl y impressed with the council members
themselves but also with the school for the way it develops their interpersonal skills.

The Ofsted inspection was a positive one in which they confirmed that the school - it's
pupils, staff, parents and governors have a clear focus on what is needed to improve
further.

The health, safety and enjoyment of the pupils is high on the agenda and there have
been a number of developments in this area. Thanks to the very positive support of the
Local Authority. the Parish Council, the Police, and the school’s Governors we now
have a ncw and safe route to school. This will be further enhanced when we start a
‘walking bus’ from the car park of the local Co-op. This will be a supervised walk (o
school for pupils who are dropped off there. We also now have CCTV cameras that can
monitor movement around the school.

On top of this. involvement in sport has really developed just recently. Students have
represented the school - and the village - in 3 football tournaments. 3 ru gby tournaments
(we won the last one!). a swimming gala and an It's a Knockout™ tournament (which
we also won!). Within school, apart from the above sports, there is also netball for the
6 and 7 year olds and dance. In September most of the older children attended a residential
weeks sailing at Salcombe and there are currently plans to take year 5 and 6 students
Skiing in the French Alps next January. One of the most rewarding features of the sport
development however is the large number of children that have joined Long Ashton’s
nearest Rugby Club Cotham Park. who are situated in Beggar
Bush Lane. As aresult of the strong links developed with the
school - a club coach has been coming to the school regularly
to run scssions.

This involvement means that the children will benefit hugely
from the community development offcred through sport’s
clubs.
