Thanks to an initiative by the Local History Society plaques fronting milestones
in Long Ashton have been replaced after they disappeared some years ago. The
“3 miles to Bristol” plaque near the Church House was probably lost at a time
when the wall and pavement were being refurbished but the “4 mile” plague at
the entrance to Wild Country Lane was almost certainly stolen.
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It is regrettable that
milestones are slowly
disappearing from our
roads largely due to a
widening and upgrading of
routes but also
occasionally to meet a
requirement, admittedly
illicit, from dealers willing to cater for historical artefacts.

It is not known precisely when the milestones were put in place but they were
marked on the Ordnance Survey Map of 1882 and pre-dated that by many years.
There were originally seven milestones between Bristol and Congresbury. Four
had disappeared but thanks to local interest two of these have now been restored.
The cost of the work was funded jointly by the Local History Society and the
Parish Council.
